engineer  

A person who uses mathematics and science to design, build, and maintain engines, machinery, and public works. 

factory

A building or group of buildings where things are made or put together.

fasten

To join or attach securely.

imagination
The ability of the mind to form new ideas in words or pictures.

inventor

A person who uses an original idea to build something new.

invention

A new machine, tool, or other thing somebody has built from an original idea.

Jura


A mountainous area along the border of Switzerland and France. The Jurassic Era is named after the fossils found in the Jura region.

microscope
An instrument that uses lenses to bend light so that very small things can be seen.

mountain

A place where the earth's surface rises suddenly, a very large steep hill.

patent

An official document describing a new invention, who to made it, the name of the inventor, and the date he invented it.
